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ASPCA Applauds Passage of Anti-Cruelty Bill 1in Virginia
New Legislation Increases Penalties for Animal Cruelty

NEW YORHKI The ASPCA®
(The American Society for
the Prevention of Cruelty
to Animals ©) today ap-
plauded the recent pas-
sage of HB 281 by the Vir-
ginia State Legislature. The
bill, which passed the
House of Delegates by a 93
-2 vote and the Senate
unanimously, increases the
penalties for repeated acts
of animal cruelty with re-
gard to the care of animals
by their owners and for
increasing the penalty for
failure to sterilize dogs

and cats adopted from
shelters. The bill will now
go to Virginia Governor
Robert F. McDonnell to be
signed into law.

The bill increases the pen-
alties for standards of care
by the owners of compan-

ion animals upon a second
offense. The previous
penalty & a Class Four Mis-
demeanor 8 was only pun-
ishable by a maximum fine
of $250. The new penalty
for failure to provide ade-
quate food, water, shelter
or veterinary care will be a
Class Two Misdemeanor
with a penalty of confine-
ment in jail for not more
than six months and/or up
to a $1,000 fine or

both. Failure to provide
adequate space, exercise,
or care, treatment and
transportation a second
time is punishable by a
maximum fine of $500.

"An owner who fails to
provide adequate food,
water, or shelter causes
extreme distress and suf-
fering to pets who are to-
tally dependent for their
care," said Ann Church,
Senior Director of Govern-
ment Relations for the
ASPCA. "Someone who

The bill also includes an-
other important provision
which will further
strengthen efforts to re-
duce the pet overpopula-
tion problem. It increases
the fine for failure to spay
or neuter a dog or cat
adopted from an animal
shelter. Current law re-
quires these animals to be
sterilized. Failure to do so
was previously only a $50,
fine but under the new
provisions, that fine is
raised to a maximum of
$250.

safely inside that she made
the shocking realization her
howling attackers weren't
coyotes or Rottweilers, but
were three frothing, short -
legged, brown -and-white
beagles.

"I thought 'Why would they be
so ferocious?' The bark that
they were barking, like they
really wanted to eat me up!"
she told The Post.

They "were probably cold,
hungry and desperate," she
said.

The angry beagles that at-
tacked Faszczewski are part
of a huge community of feral
beagles that roams the
woods and fields of eastern
Long Island after being aban-
doned by hunters who used
them to track down rabbits.
According to local activists,
some hunters act like small -
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time Donald Trumps, firing
the dogs that don't do well
during the November -to-
February hunting season.
One told a shelter worker, "If
you don't take the dog, I'l
shoot it in the head."

"If they don't perform, they
don't have a use for them,"
said Pam Green, who runs
Kent Animal Shelter in Calver-
ton.

Despite the beagles' small
size and normally playful
dispositions, they normally
group up in vicious packs to
hunt for food once they are
on their own.

One year, as many as 30 or
40 beagles were abandoned,
and two were found dead.
Green said five dogs have
been picked up on the North
Fork so far this hunting sea-
son. She expects to see more
when the season ends in a
month.

But animal activists are trying
to help by publicizing the
plight of the wild beagles and
trying to find homes for

them.

It's a challenge. While pure-
bred beagles can sell for hun-
dreds or thousands of dollars,
most dumped hounds are
young, poorly trained and not
housebroken.

"They're certainly not treated
as a pet," Green said. "They've
lived in crates."

Most are also not spayed or
neutered because hunters
believe "fixed" dogs lose their
hunger for prey.

Two shelters now have five
former feral beagles up for
adoption between them. And
they said that with love and
care these abandoned hounds
can become loving pets once
again.

VIRGINIA DOG FIGHTING CONVICTIONS

On December 15, 2009 a Rich-
mond Circuit Court jury found
32 year old Richard E. Robinson
guilty of three felony animal
fighting charges and one mis-
demeanor charge of animal
cruelty. The same jury recom-
mended a fine of $2,500 and a
sentence of 10 years. The ac-
tual sentencing hearing is
scheduled for March 5, 2010.

Authorities seized 12 dogs on
June 16, 2009 from Robinsons
home that he shared with his
mother. Nine of the dogs bore
significant scarring. Officers
also seized training equipment,
supplements typically used by
bodybuilders and other evi-
dence of dog fighting. The
dogs were restrained by heavy
chains and were without.

He also is facing similar charges
in Halifax County, N.C. based
on an incident that occurred on
November 30, 2009.

On April 16, 2009, Henrico
authorities raided the home of
Richmond Sheriff Deputy Corpo-
ral David Robinson. They
seized 21 dogs, including one
dead dog, and other evidence of
dog fighting. Four of the dogs
were injured and transported
immediately for medical care.
Other dogs were emaciated.
Several had had their teeth filed
to increase their sharpness.
Investigating officers found

Robinson was at first placed on
administrative leave, but Sheriff
C. T. Woody, Jr. fired him on
April 29. Robinson was
charged with two counts each
of cruelty to animals and pro-
moting or engaging in animal

Robinson was convicted on
February 25, 2010 after enter-
ing an Alford plea acknowledg-
ing the prosecution had
enough evidence to convict
him. He is scheduled for sen-
tencing on May 27, 2010 and
faces up to 28 years.

Of the 19 live dogs seized in
the original search, 12 were
euthanized because of their
condition. Of the remaining 7
dogs, 2 were found to be good
candidates for adoption.

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The Case for Rescues

Ah, Rescues! Everyone who
operates a shelter, whether
animal control, SPCA, or hu-
mane society, has a story to
tell. Some shelters work with
rescues on a regular basis.
Some adamantly refuse to
work with any. Some shelters
used to work with rescues,
but stopped after feeling they
got burned. Others say they
have never had a bad experi-
ence.

While it is sad to say, shelters
can run the gamut from the
humane to the truly despica-
ble and grossly inhumane.
So too can rescues range
from the lawful, ethical and
humane to the hoarders mas-
querading as rescues.

Hoping that | am not in the
minority, and will not be
soundly thrashed by my
peers,

I am here to say | love res-
cues! My agency works with
any number of them and is
grateful for everything they
do to help our animals. | did
not always feel this way.
Early in my career | encoun-
tered several so called
0rescueso6 that
soured me. A couple of cru-
elty and neglect cases involv-
ing hoarders touting them-
selves as rescues did not
help.

For a time my agency con-
templated severing any ties
to rescue. | am happy to say
we t hought
of our nosed st
not to say that we blindly

carried on hoping for the

best. Our solution to our
dilemma was to sit down at

the drawing table and come

up with a policy for rescues.
What, we wondered, should

any rescue be required to
produce as documentation

that their organization is

lawful and ethical? We did

not want to place undue
hardship on any rescue, but

at the same time needed to

be assured that any animal
transferred would truly be

going to a better place.

We came up with what we
believe is a very good policy
and procedure. Each rescue

representative signs a memo-
randum of understanding, as
does the representative from
our agency. Each rescue
receives a copy of the policy.
Each may terminate the rela-
tionship at any time. Our
agency determines what ani-
mal will or will not be offered
to rescue, but each rescue
reserves the right to refuse
an animal based on their
capability to provide care.

Each rescue seeking to work
with our agency submits a
pre determined packet of
documents.

We have found that any repu-
table rescue will have no
problem submitting these
documents.

Once a relationship is estab-
lished with a rescue, it is vital
that shelter and rescue work
together. As shelters, we
must realize that rescues may
not understand our policies
and time or space con-
straints. It also helps if the
rescue does not treat the
shelter as though our people
are standing over an animal
with & ptdpwattcle ih gne hand
and a needle in the other!
Communication is key.

I'n considerati
willingness to take animals
from our shelter, our agency
makes certain that each is
vaccinated, wormed and
tested (heartworm or feline

b et t é&ukenvafAIDS)lumless thiec u t

anai emgy 0s
inadvisable. Many, many
times we have worked with
rescues to split the cost of a
surgery or heartworm treat-
ment. On a number of occa-
sions our local humane soci-
ety also pitches in. We un-
derstand that each of us has
limited funds, so we try to
help each other. The rescues
are surprised and apprecia-
tive.

| was actually prompted to
choose this topic for the
VACA newsletter because of a
recent transfer that | abso-
lutely believe represents the
ideal of rescue/shelter coop-
eration. We were working
with a rescue whose repre-
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sentative contacted me. They
were trying to take a dog
from us, but were having
some difficulty locating a
foster home. The representa-
tive asked if we could hold
the dog a few more days. |
agreed, and she in turn asked
me to call her if that became
a problem. Everything
worked out, and the dog was
transferred. In the meantime,
a little shepherd mix was
surrendered to us.
